Tour Availability: This is a small-group tour and space is limited to 14 participants. Reservations will be accepted on a 
first-come, first-served basis. Reservation Forms must be accompanied by a $500 deposit, which will be applied to the 
traveler’s total price for the tour. Reservation Forms with deposits are requested by February 22, 2019; a confirmation 
will be sent upon acceptance, along with additional tour information.    
 

Tour Price and Inclusions:  The base price is $2,395 per person and covers hotel accommodations for 9 nights; a 
Welcome Reception; 14 meals (including 9 breakfasts, 4 dinners and 1 lunch/afternoon tea); group transport from/to 
Heathrow Airport; transportation to group events and locations; and entrance fees for events listed on the tour 
itinerary. The base price is based on double occupancy in standard rooms: this means either a room with one double or 
queen-size bed or two twin beds (but not two double beds), and an en-suite bathroom.  Please note that hotel rooms 
and bathrooms in England tend to be smaller than standard rooms in the U.S. A limited number of single rooms are 
available for an additional cost of $450 per person; requests for single rooms should be made when completing and 
submitting the Reservation Form. 
 

Not Included: The following costs are NOT included in the base price and are the responsibility of the traveler: airfare,** 
baggage fees, or other airline fees (e.g., upgrades, etc.); fees for passport applications and/or visas if required; personal 
expenses (e.g., snacks and beverages, laundry, room service, and meals not specified on the tour itinerary); travel 
insurance; communication charges (e.g., hotel telephone and WiFi); purchases of gifts, souvenirs or other personal 
items; and gratuities for drivers and guides.
